


The Exalenz Breath Test System is a point-of-care breath test 
platform for disease diagnosis and management. 

The Hp FasTest1 is an exciting, point-of-care 13C breath 
test that detects the presence of  Helicobacter pylori (H. 
pylori), the bacteria associated with peptic ulcers and gastric 
cancer. 

Why 13C Breath Testing?
13C-labeled urea is metabolized by the presence of  
H. pylori to produce CO2. The labeled gas is absorbed 
across the gastric mucosa and is subsequently measured 
in the patient’s expired breath. 13C breath testing for 
H. pylori is recommended by society guidelines2,3 
for use in initial diagnosis of  active H. pylori 
infection as well as post treatment follow-up.

Other non invasive alternatives compare poorly:

•	 Blood antibody tests have a high rate of  false 
positives. The ACG2 states that “a positive test 
is no better than a coin toss in predicting the presence 
of  active infection.” In its recommendation, 
the Maastricht Consensus Report3 says that 
“serology based office tests have no current role 
in the management of  H. pylori infection.”

•	 Stool tests demonstrate high sensitivity and 
specificity but are inconvenient since they involve 
the collection and handling of  feces.  

•	 14C breath tests involve exposure to radioactive material. No eating or drinking is 
allowed for at least six hours before the test, which is uncomfortable to the patient.

With exceptional sensitivity (100%) and specificity (99.2%), the Hp FasTest may be used as a 
diagnostic tool or to confirm post-eradication therapy in H. pylori-positive patients. The system 
features accuracy that is unmatched by the traditional H. pylori tests that are currently available, 
so you can be completely confident in the results you receive.

The Hp FasTest has 
been designed so that you 
and your staff  can easily 
administer the test. Your 
patient is simply connected 
to the BreathID device via an 
external nasal cannula and 
asked to breathe normally. 
In fact, the patient may read 
and even talk while taking 
the test. The device will 
automatically determine the 
end of  the test and print out 
the results.

Place the nasal cannula on the 
patient and then connect it to the 
port on the BreathID System.
